The Royal National Lifeboat Institution, or RNLI,
is a charity that saves lives at sea. There are 238

RNLI lifeboat stations around the UK coastline.

Each station has boats and special equipment that
the crew use to help people in trouble in the water.
Over 8000 people are helped by RNLI volunteers

every year.

Captain Cook timeline

1728

Captain James Cook

was a famous explorer
who lived almost 300
years ago. He travelled
to places that no other
European had ever
visited. He drew detailed
maps and was the first
person to sail around the
world in both directions.
He was awarded the
Copley Medal for finding
out how to keep sailors healthy at sea.

Captain Cook was born in north-east
England.

Problems at sea

Boats and ships can sometimes have problems at
sea. Rocks, waves and weather can cause boats
and ships to become damaged or capsize. A badly
damaged ship may be left in the sea to sink or
stuck on land. These are called shipwrecks.
